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	Text6: The city Weimar is definitely worth visiting. It is super beautiful and if you are lucky with the weather there are many outdoor activities to do. Due to the small size of the city you would expect to see all the attractions within a few days, but actually there is so much history and culture and art to see at once so definitely make sure you have enough days to see all the things that you want to visit. 

Also keep in mind that the opening hours of the museums and most attractions close at 18 o'clock so if you have classes from morning until 17 o'clock it can be difficult to go there afterwards. So if you have the time I would recommend coming a few days earlier or leaving a bit later just so you can see everything (because it is beautiful and worth going everywhere). 

Weimar has a big park where Goethe and Schiller also used to do long walks and picnics in and it is also really beautiful to walk around and go along the Ilm (river). Besides a lot of culture, nature and museum the city is really full with Bauhaus students which you can notice quite easily. There are many cute (also vegan) cafes and bars where people hang out during the week or on the weekends. The city is very small so you can reach everything by foot but it would be definitely nice to rent a bike to also see some surroundings of the city (but there are some small hills so it could get a bit exhausting), otherwise the groceries are quite cheap and you can also find a lot of vegan and vegetarian options at the supermarkets but also at most of the cafes and restaurants. The prices obviously depend on current situations but I would say eating outside is the same as in Linz, but groceries are definitely cheaper! 

Last advice I would give you is to live somewhere in town, since it s already very small it is nice to be in the centre. There are many options to find a shared flat room or some single person apartment so plan this in advance. 
	Text7: Traveling from Linz to Weimar by train is quite easy but since Weimar is a small city and difficult to reach you need to change trains like three times. In total it will take you like 5 hours so bring things to work / read on on your journey. 

It is definitely good to book the train in advance since its a lot cheaper than buying it a few days before your arrival and also I would recommend to check the times in between each train (just so you won't miss your connecting trains). The Deutsche Bahn can be quite full sometimes, so if you want to be sure about having a seat, you can also pay a few euros and reserve one (otherwise you can end up sitting on the floor or standing for hours...).
	Text8: Since my program was a blended intense program, I really wanted to do as much as possible and to use my short time. I applied for two courses which sadly got cancelled since most people applied for other courses and there weren't enough participants for those two courses but in the end I was very happy about switching to another class because it was really really interesting and gave me a lot of inspiration. Also it was really difficult for me to decide on one course because all of them sounded very interesting! So, doesn't matter on which course you decide on, it will be great anyways... In the end every class is doing an exhibition so you can also see what they were working on. It was crazy how much everyone was producing in such a short time!

In the program there were a lot of different people from all different countries so it was really nice to exchange in English and talk about each studies and countries and also to make new friends. Obviously there are also other participants from your country who will speak the same language but I would recommend to just continue talking in English so other people are not excluded...

The tutors and teachers were very open and friendly and I feel like everyone was really trying to help you if you would have had any troubles. There were also helping with signing the papers and finding accommodations so don't hesitate to reach out to them if you have questions. Also the students from the Bauhaus University who were helping with the organization of the program were really nice! The international office was quite easy to find (and if not you could just ask your tutor) and they knew what to do and informed us per mail whenever we had applied for any activities or whatever.. 

What I also really liked, each exchange student got a Thoska card (which you need for the cafeteria, you get a meal for like 2-5 euros!), also we had a public transport card for the time so we could use any public transport for free as well a museum card (Weimar Klassik Stiftung) so you could also see all the museums and sightseeing things for free as well!!!
