Because of this, I couldn't push my skills further. I also had scheduling issues with the weaving class and I was forced to develop my project without the components I had initially planned on using. However, the program coordinator helped me schedule weaving time and I was able to produce work one week before my final. Even though this was very challenging, my supervisor continued to encourage me throughout the way. 

Overall, the study program was very demanding, but it allowed me to find creative solutions with forward thinking and I am grateful I had the opportunity to do so.
